Tea Time-
One time a month, our GRADS class holds what we call “Tea Time” with our social worker, Parents as Teachers educator, daycare director, GRADS teacher, and eventually our GRADS care coordinator.  
Purpose:  Tea Time is to evaluate services the students and their babies are getting and discuss changes that need to be made in order to ensure that access is readily available.  This creates an opportunity for the students to provide feedback on needed service provision and access as indicated in Component 1-8.  Tea time also enables students to practice self-advocacy skills in a positive environment.
Materials:  
*Healthy breakfast foods (either prepared by the students during class the day 





before or by the adults depending on schedule),
 

*Pen and paper for one adult to document evaluation information.  
Guidelines:  Students can honestly speak about services/access to services they have experienced in the past 30 days.  Anyone can ask for clarification and offer suggestions, provided the feedback shows respect for others.  Documentation naming the person responsible for follow-up is reviewed with everyone during the last five minutes.

Mommy and Me After School Group- At least once monthly, our GRADS program will meet immediately following school from 3:10 p.m. until 5 p.m. with teen mothers and their babies.  The first segment is time with babies and teen mothers while the second part of the group is a time for mothers to connect with other teen mothers for support and skills building.  Fathers will be included at times. 

Purpose:  Mommy and Me After School Group is meant to give students an opportunity to spend time with other mothers and their babies while learning how to connect with their babies as well as learning some life skills that will improve their success as a parent.  This is a way we can provide a youth friendly environment and schedule meetings that enable our students to participate as indicated in Component 1-1.  
Materials:  
*Healthy snacks for teen mothers and babies



*Daycare personnel for childcare during second segment


*Specific materials needed for skills building exercises. 
Guidelines:  Students love to spend time with their babies and other mothers.  This activity gives the case managed mothers an opportunity to be involved other teen mothers.  By dividing the time, students can enjoy time with their babies, participating in learning activities such as baby exercise, massage, bonding, etc., while also learning skills such as sewing, career exploration/enhancement, in addition to community service activities.  The possibilities are vast and can be tailored to each site’s students’ specific needs.
